The Ohio Ethics Law: Gifts Unwrapped!

The holiday season is upon us! A time of celebrations, open
houses, and gift giving! If you have ever wondered what to do
when offered an invitation or gift, we have some helpful
information for you. Because public officials and employees must
consider whether gifts can be accepted without violating the
Ethics Law, we have compiled answers to the most commonly
asked questions regarding gifts and the holiday season.

What does the law prohibit?

Ohio's Ethics Law prohibits any public official (including public employees) from soliciting or
accepting a gift of a substantial value, including entertainment, from any "prohibited source."”
A "prohibited source" is any person, company, organization, or other entity, that is:

e Doing or seeking to do business with the public agency the official serves;
e Regulated by the agency the official serves; or
¢ Interested in matters before the agency the official serves.

A public official or employee also cannot accept a tip or compensation for the performance of
his or her public job duties.

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The Rules Have Changed for Ohioans with Disabilities

An exciting new initiative recently launched out of the Ohio Treasurer's
office that dramatically improves the lives of individuals living with
disabilities. On June 1st, STABLE Accounts became open for enroliment
as the nation's first savings and investment accounts for people with
special needs.

Before STABLE Accounts, Ohioans with disabilities could not save more
than $2,000 or they risked losing their healthcare benefits, such as
Ohio Tre;éurer Medicaid or Supplemental Security Income (SSI). As you can imagine, this
Josh Mandel ceiling made it difficult for individuals to live an independent and stable life.

Now, with the launch of STABLE Accounts, the rules have changed. People with disabilities
are empowered to save and invest up to $14,000 a year without losing their healthcare
benefits. STABLE Accounts give people with disabilities the opportunity to live more
independent and financially stable lives.

This has the power to be truly life-changing.
